Using Internet Explorer
With Internet Explorer and an Internet connection, you can search for and view information on the World Wide Web. You can type the address of the Web page that you want to visit into the address bar, or click an address from your list of Favorites. Internet Explorer also lets you search the Internet for people, businesses, and information about subjects that interest you. Internet Explorer security features let you browse the Web with confidence, knowing that your computer and personal information are safe.

Using Windows Media Services
With Windows Media Services, you can create, manage, and deliver Windows Media content over an intranet or the Internet. Windows Media Services provides Windows Media server components, including Windows Media Administrator and Windows Media Encoder.
Windows Media Services is not installed by default during Windows 2000 Setup. 
To install Windows Media Services
 1.
Click Start, point to Settings, click Control Panel, and then double-click Add/Remove Programs. 
 2.
Click Add/Remove Windows Components. 
 3.
In the Windows Components wizard, select the Windows Media Services check box. 
Start Windows Media Administrator.
Start Windows Media Encoder.


To start Windows Media Administrator after it is installed, click Start, point to Programs, point to Administrative Tools, and then click Windows Media. 

To start Windows Media Encoder after it is installed, click Start, point to Programs, point to Windows Media Tools, and then click Windows Media Encoder. 

